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Apprenticeship

Bricklayers lay bricks, blocks and
other types of building compo-
nents in mortar to construct and
repair walls, foundations, parti-
tions, arches and other structures
eg chimney stacks. They might al-
so refurbish brickwork and ma-
sonry on restoration projects. The
range of sites and projects that
bricklayers will work on include
large commercial developments,
new builds in housing, alterations,
extensions and restorations.

We would expect apprentices to
have achieved 4 GCSEs including
Maths and English at grade 3/D.

Apprentices will attend college one
day a week (during term-time only)
at our Riverside College campus.
